Even so, we look from Good Friday to Easter
with hope in our hearts, knowing that everything Christ would teach
us comes to its ultimate fulfillment in his death and resurrection.
Beyond the darkness of our own experience and condition, there is
light. Beyond the terror of Good Friday, Easter calls to us with hope.

Gathering in the name of Jesus
is a great way for us to close the day together. The Ash Wednesday
service will also include the Imposition of Ashes and Holy
Communion.

St. Paul Metro Circuit
| was recently asked, “What is a circuit?” Our church body, the Lutheran Church —
Missouri Synod, is made up of 35 Districts. 33 of these districts are regional. Bethel
Geographic size depends on the number of members or density of churches in that bethelstpaul.com
area. So while the Northwest District is made of churches in Oregon, Washington,
Idaho and Alaska, other districts may be single states. Where Lutherans are denser Bethlehem
(properly understood!), that state may be divided into two districts, as in bethlehem-eaststpaul.org
Minnesota, Wisconsin, and lowa. Most of our Districts have a centrally located
office and staff to serve the churches, schools, and workers of their district. Our
MN South District Office is located in Burnsville. Pastor Vue Lee works there as the
Assistant to President Lucas Woodford for mission work throughout our District.

Benjamin Franklin, one of our country’s founding fathers, developed a challenging habit. Every day of his adult life, he set
aside time to examine two questions. In the morning, he asked himself, “What good shall I do today?” As the day drew to
a close, his question was: “What good have I done today?”

As Christians, it is easy to relate to Franklin’s attitude because a common theme throughout God’s Word is that we are to
share God’s love within us with others as we help and serve them. With the help of the Holy Spirit, we are called to love
others as we love ourselves. In his letter to the church in Galatia, the Apostle Paul wrote, “So then, as we have opportunity,
let us do good to everyone, and especially to those who are of the household of faith” (Galatians 6:10). God has created,
forgiven, and redeemed us, and we become His instruments of love and compassion in the world. God blesses us so we can
serve Him by serving others. He honors us with the privilege of being the channels through which He works.

We are blessed to be a blessing. God wants us to be His channels who live in total devotion to Him and are His faithful
stewards.

(Ephesians 2:10). The same strength that was available to Paul is available to us. As the Apostle Paul wrote the people in
Philippi, “I can do all things through Him Who strengthens me” (Philippians 4:13).

By the power of the Holy Spirit, we can make the serving of others
a priority in our lives.
